WHEREAS  the contract for collection and transportation of residual matters 
ends on the 31st of December, 2023; 
 
WHEREAS increase in costs have occurred over the last three years; 
 
WHEREAS Council wishes to have in place intermunicipal service agreements 
in order to reduce these costs while maintaining a quality of service, as a cost 
control measure;  
 
WHEREAS Council modifies the calendar of residual matter collection as to 
maximize the collection of recyclables and meet legal requirements; 
 



 

 

WHEREAS considering the waste tonnage, reduction targets for matters sent 
to landfill, and the Council’s wish to control expenditures, a residual matter 
collection schedule every two weeks is deemed adequate; 
 
WHEREAS Council wishes to facilitate for the citizens the disposal of the 
wooden garbage containers as well as waste matter containers in order to 
meet legal, provincial and budget requirements of the municipality, and that 
in the maintenance of a weekly waste matter collection during the summer 
2024 season would facilitate the citizens adaptation to these changes; 
 
WHEREAS the municipality of Notre-Dame-de-la-Salette can collect and 
transport the residual matter for the Derry sector at a cost of $39,900; 
 
WHEREAS the municipality of Canton de Lochaber can collect and transport 
the residual matter for the Mulgrave sector at a cost of $49,958; 
 
WHEREAS Transport sanitaire Hayes will complete 9 collections in the 
Mulgrave sector in addition to Canton de Lochaber (extra collections during 
the summer) for a cost of $13,500+taxes; 
 
WHEREAS maintaining residual matter collection during the summer months 
represents an additional cost of $17,678 for the municipality for all of its 
territory; 
 
WHEREAS the entirety of these agreements for the year 2024 represent a 
saving of more than $15,000 in comparison to the cost paid in 2023 and for a 
larger number of collection dates;

WHEREAS Council obtained from L’Agence de développement économique 
du Canada (ADEC)/ Canada Economic Development Agency(CEDA) in 2022 a 
grant in the amount of $601,045 for the construction of a multifunctional 
center to be completed at the latest by March 2024;  
WHEREAS in 2023 Council obtained a grant from the ministère des 
Municipalités et de l’habitation (MAMH) for 78% of the project, a grant which 
covers the majority of the project and allowing to rework the concept; 
 
WHEREAS Council wishes to use this second grant to finalize a project adapted 
to the needs of the municipality and for future needs, while maintaining a 
balanced budget; 
 
WHEREAS the timelines prescribed in the CEDA program are not compatible 
with the timelines related to building the final submission for the MAMH 
grant, as well as preliminary work required prior to beginning of the 
construction of a building;
